Established upon Council decision with opinion

Duration: from Council decision till 31
December 2017

Will report annually to Commission, EP, Council
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The overall goal of the Innovative Medicines Irtiira (IMI) is

to re-invigorate the European bio-pharmaceutical setor
and to make Europe more attractive for private R&D
Investment in this sector.

In the long term, IMI is also expected to providster access
to better medicines for European citizens
